Regarding to CIAM General Rules C.5 f) each CIAM Subcommittee (S/C) taking into 
account, the financial viability of an event, the expected number of participants based 
on statistical information from previous events, may consider, working together with the 
organizer to propose to CIAM Bureau an alternative way to allow more competitors to 
participate, so to make the event happened, instead of cancellation due to limited 
number of participants. 
For this the S/C has to consider: 
- the maximum total number of competitors, which will allow the event to happen within     
the defined period 

- the minimum number of competitors under which the event is no longer financially  
viable. 

 

Competitor Invitation procedure phases: 

 
Competitor invitation procedure will be done according CIAM General Rules C.5.f) with 
two phases 
 
Phase 1: 
Preliminary Entry Form: 
 
Each National Airsport Control Organisation which plans to send a team to the Euro-
pean Championship is requested to fill out the enclosed Preliminary Entry Form and re-
turn it to the correspondence address below to reach us not later than February 1, 
2024.  
Return of the preliminary entry form is for information and planning purposes only and 
does not constitute an official entry by the NAC, nor does it commit a country to enter a 
team or send participants.  
 
After this, the organizer will evaluate the situation and if the number of expected par-
ticipants is below the minimum number which makes the event financially viable, CIAM 
will be asked to consider cancelling the event as per the provisions of the rules or will 
consider to initiate a second phase for accepting more participants.   
 
Phase 2   
In such a case and with the approval of CIAM Bureau the organizer may send 
out invitations to the NACs which already had expressed with the PEF, their 
intention to participate. At the same time, even the relevant CIAM S/C may also 
send invitations considering the World Cup ranking or similar criteria, which 
will ensure that the invited participants in Phase 2 are competent to participate 
in an FAI First Category event.  
Invitations for Phase 2 shall not exceed the maximum number of participants 
allowed for the event.  
The participants who will be invited by the S/C must also have the approval of 
their NAC in order to participate. The invited participants in Phase 2 can only be part of 
the individual classification. 
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Deadlines:  
 
Preliminary Entry Forms must be received not later than February 1, 2024.  
Official Final Entry Forms must be received not later than May 15, 2024.  
Entry Forms received after May 15, 2024 cannot be accepted anymore!

EU Reqirements: 
 
All pilots need a valid EU operator registration number (E-ID) which must be displayed 
on the model aircraft(s). 
Pilots from non EU countries who don’t have a registration number can register at the 
National Airspace Authority in Belgium 
(https://mobilit.lmsdokeos.com/en/users/sign_in)  
or in another EU country and will receive the registration number. 
Since the championship is a FAI-recognised competition the organizer will consider 
that participants will have the piloting proficiency corresponding to the models they in-
tend to operate during the competition. 
 
 
Model aircraft specification certificates: 
 
According to Section 4 – Aeromodelling CIAM General Rules C.11.1 and C.12 Model 
aircraft, shall carry: 
The national identification mark followed by the FAI Unique ID number. The letters and 
numbers must be at least 25 mm high and appear at least once on each model. 
A model identification code (letters and/or numbers). This code has to be different for 
each nominated model aircraft of the competitor. The model identification code is to 
appear on each main part of the model (wing(s), tail, front and rear fuselage if detach-
able) so that the individual parts of a competitor's different models may be separately 
identified. The letters and/or numbers must be at least 10 mm high and clearly visible.. 
The identification code of the nominated models must be recorded on the Model Air-
craft Specification Certificate. 
For World or Continental Championships, each NAC shall process every model and 
shall issue for each model aircraft a Model Aircraft Specification Certificate, provided 
by the FAI. A sticker, also provided by the FAI or marking to the pattern of this sticker, 
shall appear on each model.

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Each competitor must present a correctly completed FAI Specification Certificate for 
each model aircraft entered in accordance with the Sporting Code. Specification certifi-
cates must be signed and stamped by the National Airsport Control Organisation. 
 Model aircraft not properly processed by their NAC, with FAI certificates and stickers, 
must be processed by the organiser at a cost of EUR 8,00 for each model. 
Regulations in 5.1.2 h) point 9. 
 
 

About Flight coach : 
 
Flight Coach is a very nice tool for practicing F3A manoeuvres. 
After questions received from competitors about using the Flight Coach system during 
official flights, the CIAM  F3 RC Aerobatics Subcommittee discussed the case and de-
cided that this is not allowed according to the existing rules.  
So the device must not be installed in the aircraft during the competition. 
To avoid problems, please uninstall the device before your competition flight, if you use 
it for practice.
